• The next most practical option is to place them into the trash with       

transport to a landfill.      

To avoid access by children, misusers, or pets, please follow                     

 these recommendations: 
1. Keep the medicine in its original container 

with childproof caps and safety labels. 

2. Add a small amount of water to solid drugs.  

Add kitty litter, coffee grounds, saw dust, or 

the like to liquid drugs.  This will discourage 

unintended use if intercepted in your trash. 

3. Double pack the drugs in bags or containers 

to hide immediate identification of the drugs   

and to protect them during garbage handling.

• Do not place them in milk jugs!  The plastic is too thin.
