The Public Works Committee for the City of Reedsburg convened for their regular meeting, on 
March 19, 2014 at 6:00 p.m. in the Reedsburg Center Conference Room with the following 
members present: 
 
Members Present: Dave Knudsen, Brandt Werner, Mike Glick, Charlie Backeberg and Greg 
Borucki. 
 
Also Present: Steve Zibell Public Works Director/City Engineer, Ken Witt City Administrator 

and Tim Becker Police Chief. 
 
Motion by Glick seconded by Borucki to approve the minutes from January 15th , 2014.

Zibell presented the curb, sidewalk, aggregate, asphalt and equipment bids.  Zibell recommended 
going with the low bids for all of the contracts.  Zibell also stated the asphalt bid needs to be held 
from Council approval until the LRIP contract with the State is signed. Motion by Knudsen 
seconded by Borucki to accept the low bids.

Zibell presented the speed data for Viking Drive and stated the average speed was 35mph and the 
85th percentile is 39mph.  Becker stated there have been 78 accidents in the first block off of 
Main Street in the last 5 years.  The committee wanted more details about the accidents.  Becker 
stated he was going to bring in more data to the next meeting.

Zibell and Becker talked about a request for a four or three way stop at the intersection of South 
Park Street and Railroad Street.  Zibell stated Railroad Street was a major truck route.  Becker 
stated there have only been 3 accidents in the last few years.  The committee felt there wasn’t a 
need or reason to do this.

Zibell presented the sidewalk repair program are for 2014.  Motion by Glick seconded by 
Knudsen to recommend approval of resolution #4206-14.

Witt presented a plan to build new handicap bathrooms in the Rec-Center.  Witt and Zibell stated 
the current bathrooms are not accessible.  Witt stated the old bathrooms would be used as storage 
areas and the new bathrooms would be built in the larger room next to the current mens 
bathroom.  Witt stated the estimate from the architect was around $90,000.  Some of the 
members thought this was too much money.  Zibell stated that this was just an estimate and 
hopefully after bidding the price would come down.  Knudsen stated some of the items in the 
estimate could be done by our vendors.  Zibell stated this was correct so this would save some 
cost.  Witt stated the next step is to go to the Finance Committee and then the Council.  Motion 
by Glick seconded by Backeberg to move the project forward.
