
Minutes from the Community Development Authority 
November 18, 2014 
 
5:45 Meeting called to order by Chairman Alder Dave Moon  
 
Roll call: Alder Megan Cowan, Mary Pelton, & Don Hull. Absent: James Urban & Kent 
Penshorn.  Also present:  City Administrator Ken Witt & Brian Duvalle 
 
Approval of 5/20/14 minutes: Motion by Cowan, seconded by Hull.

1. Consider assisting RAHS with buying a house and remodeling it with the 
intention of re-selling it. This project would give building trades students 
real-world, hands-on experience. 
Moon stated that Mike McCarville, RAHS technology teacher, discussed his idea 
of fixing up and selling a house to help teach students. However the school 
district cannot buy a property unless approved by referendum. Therefore the idea 
is proposed o the CDA who could buy the property with the school district 
supplying funds for materials and labor. McCarville stated that they have done 
smaller projects, such as garages, pavilions and decks, but wanted to expand. He 
has talked to Ryan Olson about the real estate market, contractors about their 
interest in helping, and banks about possible foreclosures.  
 
Hull asked how it would fit into students’ schedules, how much money is being 
requested and what they school board’s response was. McCarville stated that 
students would work on it for two hours every afternoon, he was unsure yet as to 
the amount, and that he hasn’t proposed it yet to the school board as he wanted to 
start with the CDA first. Discussion was held on 101 Vine St as a possibility. 
Discussion was held on tying the re-sale to LMI purposes to support the CDA’s 
mission. The next step is an MOU between the school and city. 
 
Motion by Moon, seconded by Cowan to support the project and work to move it 
forward.
