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ANNA STONE PARK, 300 W. 2nd St. — A small neighborhood park on the west side,
the playing field is also used as an ice rink during the winter months.
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CITY PARK, 222 N. Park St. — Centrally located near the downtown, this popular park features a band
shell and bathrooms and often hosts community functions such as Concerts in the Park.
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EASTRIDGE PARK, 2015 Cambridge Court — Basketball Courts and picnic tables galorel

ERNSTMEYER PARK, Joseph Circle — This is the city’s only designated tot lot. It has a
small play structure, tot swings and other activities that appeal to preschool-age youngsters.
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HARVEST PARK, 200 Block Railroad St. — This new park features a large public art piece called “Ruminaj
— the Grand Masticator”, which was made popular along the Fermentation Fest Farm/Art DTour Route in 2013

HUNTINGTON PARK, 1400 Wellington Dr. — This small neighborhood park consists
of playground equipment, a small picnic shelter and a half basketball court.

NISHAN PARK, 1700 8th St. — Nishan Park has six ball fields and is the home of the Butterfest & Freedom Fest,
The RACA and the Lions/faycees Building are located in this park & are used for special events and available for rent.

NORTH PARK, 1301 19th St. — This spacious park is used for numerous outdoor activities.
The park was dedicated by the Reedsburg Memorial Hospital Foundation.

OAK PARK, 550 N. Oak Park — This park has many facilities that are available for the recreation
enthusiast. On a historical note, the park was home to the state’s first Little League games.
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PLENKE’S POND, 400 Granite Ave. — A park designated for those under 16 years old, the
handicapped and the elderly. Donated by Ken Plenke, this pond provides a great fishing experience.
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POPPLE NATURE AREA, 425 N. Webb Ave. — The Popple Nature Area is the
city’s premiere nature area and walking trail. Dogs are allowed on a leash.
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RAMSEY PARK, 433 S. Preston Street — This small neighborhood park,
located on the southwest side of Reedsburg, is popular for basketball and baseball.
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REEDSBURG DOG PARK, S. Golf Course Rd. — This new park offers a safe and spacious
fenced area for supervised dogs of all sizes.

ROLOFF PARK, 231 Barbara Ann Dr. — This small neighborhood park located
on the city’s north side features a play structure geared for children ages 6 - 12.

SKATE PARK, 145 Granite Ave. — This facility provides skateboarders and rollerbladers
a variety of jumps and ramps. The park is open from dawn to dusk as weather permits.

SMITH CONSERVANCY, Granite Ave. — A small wooded wetland area that lies along
the Baraboo River, this area supports many forms of wildlife. Dogs are allowed on a leash.

SOUTH PARK, 850 Division St. — South Park provides access to fishing, canoeing, and picnic
area. The park also has a small pond and freshwater spring as well as rest rooms and a shelter.

WEBB PARK, 425 N. Webb Ave. — Webb Park provides a variety of activities including the
municipal swimming pool. Webb Park’s picnic shelters make it a popular place for picnics.

WILLOW PARK, 344 S. Willow St. — Located on the city’s southeast side,
this neighborhood park serves a family-oriented area of Reedsburg and is used by BMX riders.
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
