Consider annual Conditional Use Permit for farming on vacant residential-zoned lots – Westerfair Subdivision (Exhibit Circle / Derby Row); Parcel #s: 2408-133, 2408-137, 2408-138, 2408 139, 2408-143 – Pace Construction & Leasing LLC
Motion by Knudsen, seconded by Braun to approve the CUP as presented and with the 2018 conditions.

Consider zero lot line ordinance to allow attached housing on separate tax parcels. 
Kurt Muchow stated that a new duplex owner would like to sell it as zero lot line rather than as a condo. He added that other communities allow such development, costs to set up the condo docs are high, condos can be hard to finance, and can help provide affordable housing. Karen Judd stated that she sells many in Tomah and could here too. Discussion was held on appearances, common wall agreements and zoning districts. 
Motion by Knudsen, seconded by Finkel to recommend approval to Council with deleting 6(B), adding legal costs language, and sending to legal counsel prior.

Consider zoning amendment regarding storage/cargo containers as accessory structures.

Discussion was held on aesthetics, numbers, semi-trailers, and timeframe. 
Motion by Estes, seconded by Braun to recommend approval to Council with limiting to temporary use (deleting language after ‘6 months’) and adding similar dumpster/street language.

Consider FEMA flood recovery planning and downtown economic development study.
